                          A guest lecture programme was organized by Women and Gender 

Sensitization Committee on “Protection of Child from Sexual Offences (POCSO)” and “Use of 

DISHA app” on 8th December, 2022 in virtual class room 1. 

                                    The Chief guest invited for this programme was Dr V. Sailaja, Assistant 

Professor, Department of Zoology, Women Grievance Cell, Member, V. S. University, PG 

Centre, Kavali. She has focussed on motivating the students from sexual abuse and explained 

about POCSO Act stating that ‘A child means any person below the age of 18 years’ and 

offences against anyone of the age less than 18 years are punishable under the POCSO Act and 

also about the punishable period. 

                                Further she addressed the students that 2006 survey reveals that 88% 

children of the total surveyed have been by their parents and the strange thing is, it is not 

revealed. Many of us do not know about POCSO and POCSO Act needs to be part of school  

syllabus etc. 

                           Dr D. Giri sir Principal, D.K.Govt college presided over the programme. A total 

number of 60 students have attended this programme.
